TeenStreet is one of the biggest youth conferences in Europe organized by OM International. This year, the 
18th TeenStreet conference was held in Oldenburg, Germany. The idea of a conference where young people 
have an atmosphere to know and reflect Jesus, was birthed in 1992. Dan and Suzie Potter, along with a couple 
of friends, dreamed of a European conference for teenagers. The very first TeenStreet was held in Offenburg 
with 56 participants.  Over the years the TeenStreet conferences grew rapidly and in 2009 there were 3,596 
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senting 19 countries, worshipped God under one roof which was a glimpse of heaven.  
 
This year's theme, "PS XXIII," drew from the life of David. Worship, quiet time, workshops, and small group 
activities focused on God's sufficiency - on how David was able to say in Psalm 23, "I shall not want."  During 
the opening worship session, leaders distributed scraps of paper with 
portions of the psalm on them, i.e., "He anoints my head with oil," and 
"He leads me beside still waters". Each person left the room with a 
phrase tucked behind their nametag, just as each will leave TeenStreet 
with something new to think about: perhaps a renewed faith, new 
friends to encourage them, or a new understanding of God's love.  
 
During the day there are a range of activities to choose from such as 
sports, workshops, competitions, outreaches etc. Workshops utilise a 
wide variety of interests, demonstrating how cooking, graffiti, art, mar-
tial arts, chess, choir, fashion, or filmmaking can all be acts of worship.  
This year Ludie Creech and Mike Mullins from OM Ireland were leading 
the workshops on Evangelism and helping  the Teens In Mission (TiM) 
stand with the outreaches. A Dutch girl committed her life to Jesus dur-
ing one of the sessions.  
 
As a part of the small group called Net Group, teens met in groups of six 
along with one leader, and together they spent time reading the Bible, 
discussing, praying and building relationships.
